2011 NExpress Automation Service Participation Agreement

Northeast Kansas Library System

NEKLS invites libraries to join the NExpress regional library automation service of the Northeast Kansas Library system. Thirty-seven libraries have joined NExpress to date, and NEKLS invites other interested libraries to join this service.

 Library hereby agrees to participate in NExpress, the shared library automation service of the Northeast Kansas Library System. NExpress libraries agree to freely share library materials with the users of other NExpress libraries with a minimum of lending restrictions, and to operate within overall NExpress policies. It is suggested that the library plan on initial costs based on the information in this agreement. The Northeast Kansas Library System will apply for a Library Services and Technology (LSTA) Grant from the State Library of Kansas for a substantial portion of the initial costs. Public libraries should expect to pay the following estimated initial costs from local library funds, assuming that an LSTA grant is approved and charges from the vendor are unchanged:

Migration: No cost. (The actual migration cost of 5 cents per bibliographic record will be paid from LSTA grant funds.) 

Bar codes: @ 2.5 cents/bar code if new bar codes are required. Generally 13 or 14 digit bar codes will not need to be replaced.

Patron cards: An initial supply of generic NExpress “sunflower design” patron cards, with keychain tag cards, will be provided at 10 cents/card. Future purchases of patron cards will be offered at cost, currently 26 cents/card. If the library prefers custom designed patron cards, costs will be quoted on request.

Equipment. In many cases the library’s current scanners and receipt printers will be compatible with NExpress, and no new equipment will be needed. Based on an assessment by NEKLS of library hardware needs, a minimum of one new bar code scanner will be provided at no cost, if needed. Additional equipment will cost $185 for bar code scanners and $285 for receipt printers.

Annual Participation Fees: The Northeast Kansas Library will substantially subsidize the ongoing cost of the NExpress automation service. Annual fees are prorated for the year in which the library begins NExpress service. Annual fees for 2011 will be based on library income according to the following formula:
