MINUTES OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING

KANSAS MUSEUM OF HISTORY
TOPEKA, KS 

October 21, 2010

The regular monthly meeting of the Northeast Kansas Library System was held at the Fall Assembly at Kansas Museum of History, Topeka, KS on October 21, 2010.  President Emily Baker called the meeting to order at 8:35  a.m.

The President called for additions or deletions to the agenda.   There were none.

MOTION: M.E. Grosdidier moved that the consent agenda be accepted as printed.  This includes the September 16, 2010  Executive Board meeting minutes, September 2010 financial reports, and the October 2010 warrants in the amount of $109,120.05.   Roger Gormley seconded and the MOTION WAS APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY. 


Jim Minges presented his Director’s report and discussed three items:
1) Mr. Minges discussed library advocacy and the Kansas Library Association focus for the legislative session.   Restoring loses to state aid from the last two years is a major goal.
2) A  new State Library statewide service will be a purchase of Playaways using LSTA funds.
3) Mr. Minges discussed the issue of public libraries meeting accreditation standards.  There are possible libraries in the System that do not meet the standards for governance.

The other monthly reports were accepted as printed.  

The first item of business on the agenda was a report from the Jackson County Development District hearing attended by Leslee Bowers, Wade Edwards, Jim Minges and Candee Jacobs.  The Executive Board reviewed Resolution 2010-5 for approval
MOTION: Wade Edwards moved that Resolution 2010-5 supporting participation in the Jackson County Development District be approved as presented.    Ken Woods seconded and the MOTION WAS APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY. 


The second item on the agenda was information on the Assembly Discussion Groups.  Five Executive Board members have been asked to be facilitators and other Executive Board members are encouraged to sit in on any group that interests them.
Mr. Minges discussed the issues and problems with the NExpress Catalog using PTFS as our 

vendor as the third item of business.   The upgrade problematic and new upgrades from PTFS will diverge from the community versions.   Mr. Minges told the board that it was time to look for a different support vendor.


Executive committees have been assigned by President Emily Baker.  Jim reviewed the various committee responsibilities as business item four.


The last item of business was a review of the Statutes and regulations related to withdrawal from the regional system taxing district.  The State Library Board will be actively looking at the “manifest harm” from any withdrawal request, and will required a statement on this from the affected regional library system.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 a.m.   The next Executive Board meeting will be on November 18, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. at the NEKLS office in Lawrence, KS.
