1. Adult participation is important. Whether or not you are seated next to your child, please join the in the activities and show your child that it’s fun. You are the best person to help your child focus and learn.
2. Please refrain from conversations during the program. You are welcome to stay afterward and talk with others in attendance. 
3. Please turn off all cell phones and other electronics before we start, and put away reading materials.

4. If your child cries loudly, loses control or otherwise distracts the group, please take him or her out of the room to regroup. Not every child is going to be in the mood for a story, and we understand that. If you are unable to calm your child today, please do try storytime again another day. 
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
